
Physical Security Assessment 



Penetration tests are conducted in line 

with the clientsɅ requirements to test the 

competency of a buildingɅs security both 

externally and internally and the 

competency of the security staϜ in the 

building.  The tests can also identify 

weaknesses within the companyɅs 

security with regard to ϥT equipment, 

assets and documentation. 

KCS use two operators during an 

assessment and both operators will be in 

possession of a letter from the ClientɅs 

head of security, conɲrming that each 

operator is acting with his authority and 

are conducting a security review.  ϥn the 

event that either of the operators are 

stopped or challenged, they will produce 

the letter to ensure the penetration test is 

ended and the matter does not escalate. 

Under normal circumstances, the 

operators will make their way through as 

many sections and areas of the buildings 

to which they can gain entry.  Their 

movements will be recorded through 

photographs and video which they will 

take during the test. 

ϥf the client requires the operators to 

conduct speciɲc actions during the test, 

this will be complied with to the best of 

their abilities. 

On completion of the test, the operators 

will then leave the building without being 

detected, where possible. Throughout the 

test, the operators will operate in a wholly 

professional manner.
